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UNIFORM REQUIREMENTS / STUDENT DRESS APPEARANCE

The GraceWay Christian Academy uniform policy was adopted to foster a standard of excellence, discipline, and to minimize certain influences which distract from the purpose of the school. God has called each of us to a high standard of excellence and we should pass this ideal onto our children. We are called to live by faith, not by sight. 

Please read carefully all specifications and regulations governing uniform dress.

Our dress philosophy is that a student should be neat and well-groomed. All clothing must be neat, clean, properly fitting and in good repair. Dirty, torn or otherwise incomplete uniforms as well as those worn in a sloppy manner are not acceptable.

Everyone is expected to exercise good habits of personal grooming. A student is to be clean, neat, and have his/her hair properly combed.  

GraceWay Christian Academy is committed to the use of uniforms for its students. We perceive this policy to have four fundamental benefits: 

1. Uniforms positively affect school discipline – GCA places particular value on a disciplined learning environment. It is our hope that when children wear their uniforms they understand that they are expected to engage in studious activity. Just as parents dress for their work day, wearing an Academy uniform is a signal that education is just around the corner. This discipline should make it easier for GCA to complete its primary task of educating children.

2. Uniforms encourage team spirit – Uniforms set our students apart from other schools. They encourage students to operate as part of a body, much like an athletic team or military group identified by common dress. It is our hope that students will take proper pride in the uniform and the school it represents.

3. Uniforms prevent the application of subjective dress standards – Parents, students and teachers know that the uniform meets the Academy’s modesty standards. Some may argue that a dress code is a good uniform substitute. However, as styles change, the dress code must be revised and reconsidered which distracts from the school’s operation.

4. Uniforms decrease clothing costs – Uniforms are rugged and of high-quality which can take abuse. Typically parents can purchase two to three uniform sets to last throughout the school year. These can often be handed down to other children.

Students are expected to be in complete uniform (regulation or optional – defined below) while school is in session and must wear the uniform everyday for the duration of the school day, unless otherwise approved by the principal for special classroom or school events. 

School uniform violations will result in a call to parent(s) to pick up the student or bring an appropriate uniform to school for the student to change. With the cooperation of parents, problems can and will be avoided.

GraceWay Christian Academy Uniform Policy

Uniforms must be purchased through Schoolbelles school uniform company.

Blouses, Shirts, Pant, Jumpers, and Skirts must be properly hemmed and fitted; not too tight or baggy, pant belted at waist (not hips), KNEE length rule (jumpers/skirts hemmed at below the bottom of knee), that is in clean-good condition - with no holes, stains, wrinkled or faded.  All shirts must be tucked in at all times. (girls ages 9 and up should wear a camisole or t-shirt underneath so you cannot see through the shirt)

“Bucks-For-Us” Fridays….. To raise money for various service projects, on Fridays the students may pay $1.00 for the privilege of wearing blue jeans pants along with a GraceWay t-shirt. T-shirts will be ordered through the school for students to purchase.  T-shirts and jeans must be worn as and follow above clothing rules.  No other t-shirts are allowed.

Shoes:  Black dress shoes for Chapel day.  All must be clean.  Regular day shoes may be solid black (solid black laces) enclosed shoes only.  Absolutely, no other hint of white or other colors and no writing/printing on the shoes.  Clean black colored soft sole: tennis, casual, loafers, and boat shoes are acceptable – no light up shoes, no checkered shoes, sandals, flip flops, boots, rollerskate shoes, clogs, open heeled or open toe shoes.  Heels must not be more than 1” in height from floor to sole of shoe.  For safety reasons, enclosed shoes must be worn at all times.

Hair 

Boys hairstyle must not TOUCH the ears, eyes or shirt collar. Girls hair must be worn out of the eyes at all times.

Hair should be clean, combed and worn in neat fashion.

Girls 

Regular Day Uniform/6-12 years of age:

· Plaid jumper that is in good condition - with no holes, stains, and is not wrinkled or too tight AND follows KNEE length rule.

· White, knit blouse (girls ages 9 and up should wear a camisole or t-shirt underneath so you cannot see through the shirt)

Regular Day Uniform /13 years and older

· Plaid skirt that is in good condition - with no holes, stains, and is not wrinkled or too tight AND follows KNEE length rule.

· White, knit blouse (girls ages 9 and up should wear a camisole or t-shirt underneath so you cannot see through the shirt)

Chapel Uniforms/6-12 years of age:

· Plaid jumper that is in good condition - with no holes, stains, and is not wrinkled or too tight AND follows KNEE length rule.

· White, Peter Pan collar blouse (girls ages 9 and up should wear a camisole or t-shirt underneath so you cannot see through the shirt)

Chapel Uniforms /13 years and older:

· Plaid skirt that is in good condition - with no holes, stains, and is not wrinkled or too tight AND follows KNEE length rule.

· White, Peter Pan collar blouse (girls ages 9 and up should wear a camisole or t-shirt underneath so you cannot see through the shirt)

· Tie -plaid cross tie

All Girls 

· Dress shoes -black, preferably Mary Jane style (no high heels, open toed or backless shoes).  

· Socks -Ankle or Knee socks (white) or tights–hosiery-white/nude

All  Girls –- for days below 60º F, using channel WLBT 3 weather station

Shirt –White  knit (with no holes, stains, and is not wrinkled or too tight)

Pants -plaid that are in good condition (with no holes, stains, and are not wrinkled, faded, or too tight).  

Shoes - See above

Socks – white; must be worn….

Belt - black 

“Bucks for Us” Friday:

· Denim skirts on Fridays if you pay $1.00 –jeans MUST be in good condition (with no holes, stains, and are not wrinkled, faded, or too tight).  

· T-shirts on Fridays (any GraceWay t-shirt)

· Shoes – casual, enclosed shoe 

Boys

Regular Day Uniform:

· White polo shirt (with no holes, stains, and is not wrinkled or too tight, tucked in at all times)

· Grey pants that are in good condition (with no holes, stains, and are not wrinkled, faded, or too tight).  Pants must be worn at waist high and not baggy.

· Shoes -  see above

· Socks –must be worn….white

· Belt  - black braided 

Chapel Uniforms: 

· White oxford cloth shirt with button down collar that is in good condition –with no holes, stains, and is not wrinkled or too tight.

· Grey slacks in good condition (no holes, stains, fading, or wrinkles.)

· Dress shoe - black 

· Socks - white

· Tie - school plaid

· Belt – black

“Bucks for Us” Friday:

· T-shirts (any GraceWay t-shirt)

· Blue jeans - jeans MUST be in good condition (with no holes, stains, and are not wrinkled, faded, or too tight and belted at waist).

· Belt - required

· Shoes – casual, enclosed shoe
